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Hundreds of tiny footprints, found on canyon wall, are 190 million 
years old

SALT LAKE CITY - Hundreds of tiny footprints left by mammals some 
190 million years ago have been found on a canyon wall in a remote part 
of Dinosaur National Monument, park officials said Thursday. 
             The tracks are a rare find, mostly because they were left at a time 
when the area was a hostile, vast Sahara-like desert where towering sand 
dunes seldom preserved signs of animal life. "It's just astonishing," Dan 
Chure, a paleontologist at the monument, said Thursday. "We were gig-
gling like kids." 
             He and paleontologist George Engelmann of the University of 
Nebraska at Omaha spotted the tracks July 8 while scouring the area for 
fossils and other evidence from the early Jurassic period. Dinosaur Na-
tional Monument, founded because of its rich and plentiful supply of di-
nosaur bones, straddles the Utah-Colorado border. Most of the tracks are 

the size of a dime or smaller. A few include impressions of up to four toes. The mammals — perhaps the size of a 
rat — were among the few species that were able to survive between large sand dune fields where there was water, 
dinosaurs and a few plants, Chure said. 
             Because they were living in a forbidding desert environment, most animals probably came out at night, in-
cluding the small mammals who left the tracks, Chure said. He said it's reasonable to assume the tracks were pre-
served by a layer of moisture that created a slight crust on the dune and kept the prints from blowing away. 
             There were likely once thousands more tracks in the area that have since been lost to erosion, Chure said. 
Similar track sites have been found elsewhere, but Chure said he didn't know of any that had as many individual 
footprints. It'll take more study to determine exactly what kind of mammal left the prints behind. 
             Interspersed among the mammal footprints are tracks from larger animals, possibly small dinosaurs, Engel-
mann said. "This was a time when the ancestors of modern mammals were losing dominance on land to the dino-
saurs," Engelmann said. "It's near the beginning of a long time when dinosaurs ruled and our ancestors tried to stay 
out of the way." Park officials aren't disclosing the exact location of the sandstone canyon wall where the tracks 
were found because of concerns about vandalism. The area where the tracks were found is open to the public. The 
next steps will include mapping and counting the tracks and creating a cast that can be displayed at the monument's 
visitor center, Chure said. The monument, which celebrates its 100th anniversary this summer, is best known for 
hosting the nation's premier quarry of Jurassic-period bones, some 1,500 of them. The newly found mammal tracks 
predate the bones at that site by 40 million to 50 million years. 
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This undated photo by the Dinosaur National 
Monument shows a small fossil mammal foot-

              Galena (PbS, lead sulphide) is a common mineral and is one of the more important lead ores. It is present in almost all 
hydrothermal sulphide ore bodies and is associated with pyrite, chalcopyrite and sphalerite. Galena from some locations is silver 
bearing. Although galena is the leading lead ore, enough silver is recovered during ore processing to make it a leading silver ore. Ga-
lena is found in most mineral collections as its cubic shape makes it an interesting specimen. Galena is a common mineral. Some 
ofthe more noted sites where galena has been mined are the Texas-Oklahoma-Missouri Tri-State Mining area in the USA; Broken 
Hill, Australia: Cumberland, England and Santa Eulalia, Mexico.  
              Galena is in the isometric (cubic) crystal system. Cube shaped galena crystals are very common. The stepped offsets in the 
faces of these cubic crystals are also very common. Galena has a hardness of 2.5 - 2.7 with a specific gravity of 7.58. Its streak is 
lead gray. Galena's color ranges from a metallic silver-gray appearance to dull lead-gray. Freshly fractured specimens usually have a 
metallic luster with the luster diminishing to a duller gray over time. Galena is easy to identify, with its shape, color, hardness and 
high specific gravity.  Galena gets its name from the Greek, galene, meaning "lead ore.”

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The following was posed on a website called “Straight Dope Chicago.” The writer takes a factual yet tongue-in-cheek approach to 
reader questions…. 
 
Superman is able to use his super strength to squeeze coal into diamonds. Theoretically, if someone had unlimited strength in real 
life, would it be possible to do this? 
 
Admittedly I started off behind the eight ball owing to my scandalously inadequate knowledge of artificial diamond making. I sub-
mitted that squeezing coal into diamonds was impossible. Somewhere I'd gotten the idea that fake diamonds were all made by a 
process known as chemical vapor deposition, and that CVD approximated how natural diamonds were made. CVD involved heat and 
pressure, but the main thing was you started out with a seed crystal you bathed in carbon-rich vapor and from this the diamond was 
basically grown. That was a far cry from the scenario in the comic books, where Superman grabbed a chunk of coal, squeezed, and 
voila, a diamond. For one thing, growing a diamond via CVD could take two or three days. Not to slight this achievement, but it 
wasn't the kind of dramatic gesture that was going to thrill Lois Lane. 
 
However,  you can't squeeze an ordinary lump of coal into a diamond — too many impurities. (In gem-grade diamonds, impurities, 
such as the boron that makes the Hope diamond blue, are on the order of one part per 20,000, while in even the best-quality coal 
we're talking one part in 10.) However, it was quite possible to make a diamond by squeezing pure graphite, because in fact there 
were two ways of making artificial diamonds — CVD, which gets most of the media attention nowadays, and the older high-
pressure-high-temperature method. HPHT was exactly what it sounded like. Generally you needed pressure of at least 130,000 at-
mospheres and a temperature higher than 3,100 degrees Fahrenheit, but if you could manage that you were in business. I browsed 
through the technical articles and found one from 1964 showing a photo of a graphite rod that had gotten the HPHT treatment. The 
ends were still graphite, but the center had been compressed into what the caption claimed was, and sure looked like, a diamond. 
Hard to argue with that. 
 
I gave it a shot anyway. HPHT requires an elaborate press of intricate geometry to concentrate the compressive forces. It wasn't as if 
Superman could just grab a lump of graphite and squeeze it like a tomato. He's Superman, though and I don’t think diamonds are go-
ing to stymie him because he hasn't got the right belt-press jig. 
 
We have to set some reasonable bounds on the question. Let's say you've got enough strength to manage 130,000 atmospheres. Is 
that alone enough to create a diamond? I say no. Never mind the special press, you still need a temperature of 3,100 degrees. He 
could use his heat vision, but how's that supposed to work? Superman presumably is squeezing the graphite rod in his hand. You're 
telling me he's going to use his super powers to heat his own body to nearly one-third the temperature of the surface of the sun? 
 
Or…. 
 
Superman could create the diamonds by setting off a super explosion. Diamond crystals five nanometers in diameter can be formed 
by detonating certain carbon-containing explosives in a metal chamber, according to Wikipedia.
