Discovered by a Farmer Plowing His Field
In 1920, afarmer was plowing afield near Grootfontein, Na-
{ mibiawhen his plow suddenly screeched to a halt. Curious about
what he had run into he dug in the soil to find alarge piece of
metal. The large metal mass quickly attracted the attention of
scientists and others, who identified it as a meteorite and re-
moved the soil around it. Although excavated, the meteorite has
not been moved from itslocation of discovery because of its
great weight. However, many pieces have been removed for
scientific study and through vandalism.

A 66-Ton Meteorite
The farmer had discovered a 66-ton iron meteorite - the largest
single meteorite ever found and the largest piece of iron ever
found near Earth®surface. It is tabular in shape and about nine
Photograph of the Hoba Meteorite taken by Giraud Patrick on feet long, nine feet wide and about three feet thick. It was given

August 13, 2006. Hoba weighs about 66 tons and is nine feet the name "Hoba" because it was discovered on a farm named
ong by nine feet wide by three feet thick. "Hoba West". Hoba is thought to have fallen to Earth about

80,000 years ago. It is composed of about 84% iron, 16% nickel,
and trace amounts of cobalt and other metals. An abundance of iron oxidesin the soil around the meteorite suggests that it was
much larger than 66 tons when it landed and has suffered significant losses from oxidation.

No Crater?
It is surprising that this meteorite is not surrounded by a crater. Objects of this size should punch through the atmosphere at a very
high rate of speed and hit Earth with enough force to blast a significant crater. No crater is present around the site of the meteorite.
This suggeststhat it fell to earth at alower rate of speed than expected. Some scientists believe that the flat shape of the object may
be responsible for itslow velocity at impact.

A Namibian National Monument
The Namibian government has declared the meteorite and the site where it rests as a national monument. The site now has a small
tourist center and is visited by thousands of people each year.

Jasper is much more troublesome to polish than agate because many varieties are “earthy” and porous, and others contain
hematite, which isitself difficult to polish.

If you are on afield trip, a good way to test jasper isto wet it. ( Do not lick it.) If it absorbs the water and dries rapidly,
throw it away. It will not polish. If it stays wet and does not dry right away, keep it. It contains a high amount of chalcedony and will
take a good polish. Most Jaspers polish well on leather with Linde-A, but good results can be obtained with tin oxide on either
leather or felt. Always remember that afine sanding job is the secret of good polishing.

When tumbling softer, hard to polish material, don’t start with the coarse grit. Start with the second grit and go one grit
finer than the #3 grit used on agates. In polishing, fill the tumbler 3/4 to 7/8 full (if not using pellets) so the stones will roll and not
fall. Thisway you do not have the stones beating the polish off the ends.

Also, cerium oxide will polish better than regular tumbler polishing agents. It does not take very much cerium to do this job, about
1/2 as much as the regular tumble polish.

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Fermi telescope finds evidence that positrons, not just electrons, are in storms on Earth

WASHINGTON — Designed to scan the heavens thousands to bil-
lions of light-years beyond the solar system for gamma rays, the Fermi
Gamma-ray Space Telescope has also picked up a shocking vibe from Earth.
During itsfirst 14 months of operation, the flying observatory has detected 17
gamma-ray flashes associated with terrestrial storms — and some of those
flashes have contained a surprising signature of antimatter.

During two recent lightning storms, Fermi recorded gamma-ray emis-
sions of a particular energy that could have been produced only by the decay
of energetic positrons, the antimatter equivalent of electrons. The observations
arethefirst of their kind for lightning storms. Michael Briggs of the University
of Alabamain Huntsville announced the puzzling findings November 5 at the
2009 Fermi Symposium. “It’s a surprise to have found the signature of posi-
trons during alightning storm,” Briggs said.

The 17 flashes Fermi detected occurred just before, during and immediately after lightning strikes, as tracked by the World
Wide Lightning Location Network. During lightning storms previously observed by other spacecraft, energetic electrons moving
toward the craft slowed down and produced gammarays. The unusual positron signature seen by Fermi suggests that the normal
orientation for an electric field associated with a lightning storm somehow reversed, Briggs said. Modelers are now working to fig-
ure out how the field reversal could have occurred. But for now, he said, the answer is up in the air.

Recording gamma-ray flashes — which have the potential to harm airplanesin storms— isn’t new. The first were found by
NASA’s Compton Gamma-ray Observatory in the early 1990s. NASA’'s RHESSI satellite, which primarily looks at X-ray and
gamma-ray emissions from the sun, has found some 800 terrestrial gamma-ray flashes, Briggs noted.

I was first introduced to the wonders and beauty of geodes by a childhood neighbor and elementary school
friend when we were in the sixth grade. At this particular rock shop | spent at least 30 minutes sorting through, scru-
tinizing and hefting j ust about every Mexican coconut geode from the large barrel they were stored in. When we got

using a framing hammer and was fortunate enough to have it split
cleanly in half, without any eye injury or other bodily damage. The
excitement and noise immediately increased to a huge level of
whooping and shouting when we noticed that this geode was 90%
hollow and lined with the most beautiful sparkling smoky gray
quartz crystalsimaginable. Thiswas my first look at the inside of a
geode and it was incredible!

. Thisiswhat got me hooked into researching, collecting and
: : e |learning as much as| could about geodes, and mineralogy. Since that
day, my geode collection has continued to grow and overtake my display shelves, the basement and other available
storage spaces. | still have that very first geode in my collection. Further study of geodes led me to the polyhedroid
geodes, which are perhaps one of the most unusual geodesto have ever been found. What makes these the strangest
of al geodesistheir strong geometric shapes, so unlike their spherical cousins the coconuts, K eokuk®, Ocos and
other typically round geodes. Even the amethyst cathedrals of Brazil still maintain a cylindrical bubble-like shape,
vastly different from the straight, angular geometric shape of the polyhedroid geode. Thefirst time | saw one, it was
very difficult to resolve the clash between what is obviously a natural agate and crystal lined geode with the very
strong geometric unnatural linear appearance. The best quality polyhedroids feature sharp, colorful fortification agate
bands that follow the typically triangular or trapezoidal shape of the pseudomorph. Most polyhedroid geodes are
guartz. They have cream, pale brown, to dark gray flat faces. The number of faces ranges from five to ten or more.
Black, gray, and white seem to be most common colors of the Polyhedroid geodes. Shapes can be a variety of well
defined geometric forms. The formation of these geodes is still atopic of discussion among geologists.

Polyhedroids arefilled in, like your typical geode, with agate bands and quartz crystals but the angular and
linear appearance certainly make you wonder where nature went astray. No oneis absolutely certain about how these
geodes were formed, since their shapes do not match any crystal structures of various minerals that the agate may
have replaced. The unique aspect of polyhedroid geodes is that their cavities are very angular and geometric, not
round and symmetrical like the typical nodular appearance of most agates and geodes. The most agreed upon forma-
tion theory is that the sharp geometric lines are thought to be the result of the geode
forming in the interstices between tabular crystals of calcite. In other words, the ge-
odes formed in the somewhat randomly shaped angled spaces between calcite crystal
formations.

Over time silicareplaced the calcite, resulting in the wonderful flat faces we
see today. Silicathen filled the cavity between the calcite lattice spaces, in the typi-
cal geode formation process similar to that of gas bubble geode development. The
geodes themsel ves are often hollow Polyhedroids were first found in the clay depos-
its formed from the decomposition of rock matrix, so al of the traces of their geo-
logic past are gone. Polyhedroid geodes are from Brazil, and were found in only one
localein Paraiba, a small state in the northeast coast of Brazil. These unique geodes
were discovered in 1974. These distinctive specimens were only available for avery
short time and are extremely difficult to locate today, since no new materia has be
produced since then. They were very popular used as jewelry itemsin the | 970s.
From fascinating to almost bizarre, geodes will aways hold aspecial, if not unusual
placein my heart and in my collection. However, Polyhedroid geodes get the first place strangest award!
