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 In his latest installation, “Seizure”, British artist Roger Hiorns has turned the idea of sculp-
ture inside out. Rather than present a sculpture inside an architectural space, he’s turned every surface 
of the architectural space into sculpture. Mixing installation art and chemistry, he’s taken an entire 
abandoned apartment near London’s Elephant & Castle and transformed it into a gemstone. Covering 
the inside with blue copper sulphate crystals, he’s created an other-worldly, mineralized, glinting mir-
ror of an everyday apartment. Jewels literally glowing from the ceiling and lining the floors. Visitors 
had to wear protective boots and face masks to enter the "apartment/geode." 
 The realization of the art work is a chemistry experiment 
on a grand scale. One of the apartments in the block was made 
into a watertight tank and then filled with 90,000 litres of copper 

sulphate solution. As the solution was drained from the premises, over the space of a 
few weeks, it revealed a mesmerizing space of sparkling blue crystal shards.   
 If you go to the site www.iconeye.com and search for "seizure" there are 
several articles about the event, as well as pictures of how they sealed the apartment 
and filled it with the copper sulphate solution from the apartment above. There is 
also a link to this story on the Society’s Facebook page. 
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The Garden Club will be holding it’s 
annual Plant Sale on January 23, 2010. 
The sale will be held at the Garden 
Club (!) from 9 AM to 3 PM. The sale 
features all kinds of perennials, annu-
als, veggies, tropical and native plants. 
There will be Master Gardeners speak-
ing as well as hot dogs, baked goods 
and hot and cold drinks available.

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 It is not uncommon to see some agates from West Texas labeled as den-
dretic, and it is not uncommon to see agate from Montana labeled as plume agate. 
Is there a fundamental difference between dendrites and plumes? 
 Plume agate from about 18 males south of Alpine, Texas has been 
known since about 1890 having been first recorded by the pioneer geologist Ud-
den. Some of these agates were displayed in the Texas pavilion at the Trans-
Mississippi Exposition in St. Louis in 1901. The plumes were characterized by 
feathery inclusions made up of metallic sulfide minerals, usually marcasite or 
pyrite. Some other sulfides have been seen to form plumes, including cinnabar, 
orpiment realgar and possibly stibnite. In West Texas agates, the agate has formed 
around the plume. 
 It is not too uncommon to see an occasional bubble beside one of the tiny 
sulfide crystals. The West Texas agate is in andesitic rocks of the Oligocene Age. 
It is known that minerals crystallize out of magma or lava in a given order - 
Olivene - Biotite - Pyroxene - Amphibole - Biotite, followed by feldspar, quartz, 
etc. The final products to crystallize are the minerals. These can crystallize in 
vugs formed by gases in the lava or magma. Thus, the plumes were there first. 
 After the lava flow has been extruded, the highly explosive volcanic 
eruptions of rhyolite lavas may deposit welded tuffs of ignimbrites over the ande-
sitic rocks. The tuffs are excellent sources for silica. As the tuffs are weathered, 
silica is leached from them and in turn deposited in the vugs that contain the last 
stage plumes that crystallized in the vugs formed in the previous eruption. 
 Thus, in the plume agates, the plume was first and the agate formed 
around it. Some of the plume forming minerals may be oxidized to an oxide, such 
as hematite or limonite - products formed from the weathering of sulfide minerals. 
 In dendretic agates we have a different story. The agate first forms in a 
cavity in extrusive rocks or even sedimentary rocks. Oxide minerals such as limo-
nite, pyrolusite, and a host of other manganese and iron minerals form dendrites. 
The dendrites form when the agate spends some time permeated with solutions 
(probably water) that are saturated with minerals. The dendrites are laid down in 
spaces between the bands of agate or along fractures within the agate. There is, 
then, a fundamental difference between plume and dendrites.

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As part of the revision that was adopted in September, 2009 of the Society’s Articles of Incorporation, a 
Standing Rules committee was formed. Standing rules provide for the day-by-day operation of the Society, 
Procedures that are not covered in your bylaws, but are a general policy or way of operating for the Society 
belong in standing rules. They do not supersede the Bylaws or Articles, but enhance them. The following were 
approved by the Board at it’s December meeting: 
 
New members joining the Society in October, November or December are considered members for the bal-
ance of that year as well as the following. 
 
Program for the March or April and the December meeting will be a member's Show and Sell. 
 
Only members in good standing of the Society may use the shop. Members must either take a cabochon class 
or be certified by a shop steward to gain access to the lapidary saws, grinding/polishing wheels and kilns.  
 
Events listed in the Rockhound calendar outside of the Society's activities are on a space available basis and if 
the editor feels they conflict with Society events or classes, they should be brought to the Board for discus-
sion. 
 
Candidates for office must meet the following requirements: 
1. been an active member of the club for at least 1 year 
2. be a member in good standing as defined in Article III of the Society's Articles of Incorporation. 
 
All past presidents will be considered Life members in the Society, after completing a minimum of a one year 
term. President's Travel expenses to one of the two Federation annual conventions will be paid by the Society 
(budgeted at $500 under Travel Expenses in the Society’s budget). Reimbursement will be for travel (air or 
car), hotel, banquet tickets and Editor's breakfast if held. Additional expenses will be the President's responsi-
bility. If a spouse accompanies the President, the Board needs to decide if spouse's expenses are to be covered.

Thunder eggs are lithic structures – rocks not minerals. Like other structures, such as nodules and geodes, 
they are formed, and found, in igneous material, rhyolites, welded tuffs or perlitic rocks. They have a knobby 
rind of drab, siliceous rock, often with a characteristic ribbed pattern. The inside of the outer shell has a rela-
tively thin transitional lining of iron or manganese compound and/or opal or chalcedony. The center cavity is 
filled with opal, chalcedony and/or agate, and it is this solid center that distinguishes the thunder egg from the 

geode. In 1892, gem authorities from Tiffany’s gathered $20,000 worth of 
opal-filled eggs from a deposit in Oregon and the Thunder eggs have been the 
most popular “rock” in Oregon since. They were designated Oregon’s official 
state rock by the Oregon Legislature in 1965, the choice being supported by a 
2-to-l vote by members of the mineral and gem clubs of Oregon and by the pa-
trons of the Oregon Museum of Science and Industry (OMSI). Rockhounds 
have been collecting the eggs from Crook, Jefferson, Malheur, Wasco, and 
Wheeler Counties. Thunder eggs were similar to geodes at some point in their 
creation, once hollow and formed in a subterranean void, such as volcanic gas 
pocket. The processes of formation are still argued, some holding that the char-
acteristic and unique internal pattern of typical eggs is due to expansion and 
rupture of rock by gases and others that it is due to desiccation (drying) of a 
colloid or gel. Whatever the process, once the egg is formed, further develop-

ment is extremely variable in the amount of time needed to complete the egg, in the amount of infilling, and 
in the record of geologic events. Some eggs contain brecciaed rock fragments, while others show faulting, 
offset, and healing. In some areas, it is common to find the characteristic chalcedony core weathered out of 
its shell. When sawed open and polished they may reveal the most exquisite and colorful designs ranging 
from five-pointed stars to miniature ocean scapes or gardens. Some of the finest and most famous thunder 
eggs come from deposits in the Richardson’s Rock Ranch in Oregon where the eggs dug out of a fragile per-
lite layer under a coal bearing strata. The eggs don’t get much bigger than baseball size and many of the best 
ones are no more than the size of a walnut but their colors and the patterns can’t be beat. The thunder egg ag-
ates of Succor Creek Oregon look like warty rocks or stony dirty snowballs when dug, but when cut and pol-
ished their distinctive agate is fabulous, clear and bluish gray with dark dendrites or white agate bands in a 
matrix flecked like granite and colored from purple to white. Thunder eggs are sometimes found with fortifi-
cation banding, horizontal layering, with any open area filled with clear 
chalcedony or inward-pointing quartz crystals, with some layers composed 
of a fibrous cristobalite (lussatite) or a partial botryoidal filling of an opal 
form of low cristobalite, opal fluorescent because of a low content of ura-
nium salts. One collecting site in Oregon has eggs filled with carnelian; 
another, the filling may contain cinnabar, causing colors pastel to intense 
red, or filled with pastel jaspers. If you could cross an Oregon thunder egg 
with an agate from Northern Mexico, you would probably get something 
like the Deming Agate from the Baker Ranch in New Mexico. Formed 
hundreds of miles from the volcanic activity that created the numerous 
Eastern Oregon thunder egg deposits, their eggs were still created by the 
same geologic forces. However, the eggs are sought for the fine fortifica-
tion agate in brilliant colors that rival the agates of Lagunas and Moctezu-
mas, typically red with black, gray, blue and (rarely) yellow. They are rarely fractured and often have hollow 
centers with either a druzy, cinnamon center, or well formed clear quartz points, or with long crystal stalac-
tites that span the hollow center of the stone, or one of these crystal formations yields a fine white feathery 
plume through the center of the stalactite.
