(May 27 2010) -- Hidden beneath the U.S. West's Great Basin, scientists have spied a giant blob of rocky material drip-
ping like honey.  The Great Basin consists of small mountain ranges separated by valleys and includes most of Nevada, 
the western half of Utah and portions of other nearby states.  
 
             While studying the area, John West of Arizona State University (ASU) and his colleagues found evidence of a 
large cylindrical blob of cold material far below the surface of central Nevada. Comparison of the results with CAT 
scans of the inside of Earth taken by ASU's Jeff Roth suggested they had found a so-called lithospheric drip. (Earth's 
lithosphere comprises the crust or outer layer of Earth and the uppermost mantle.)  
Here's how it works: "The Earth's mantle, which lies below the thin outer crust we live on, consists of rock which de-
forms plastically on very long time scales due to the heat and pressure at depth," West said. "In any material which can 
flow (including the mantle), a heavy object will tend to sink through lighter material."  And this is what the scientists 
think is happening with the lithospheric drip. A region of heavier material trapped in the lithosphere gets warmed up 
and begins to sink into the lighter, less dense mantle beneath, pulling a long tail of material after it.  "Honey dripping 
off of a spoon is a visual aid to what we think the drip looks like," West told LiveScience. "Dripping honey tends to 
lead with a large blob of honey, with a long tail of material following the initial blob."  
 
             He said the blob is between about 30 miles and 60 miles in diameter and extends from a depth of about 47 miles 
to at least 310 miles beneath Earth's surface.  The team thinks this drip started some 15 million to 20 million years ago 
and probably detached from the overlying plate only recently.  At first, it was hard for the team to reconcile their dis-
covery with what scientists knew about the region. Over the past tens of millions of years, the Earth's crust in the Great 
Basin has undergone extension, or stretching.  Skip over this content "We wondered how you could have something 
like a drip that is drawing material into its center when the surface of the whole area is stretching apart," said ASU re-
searcher Matthew Fouch. "But it turns out that there is an area right above the drip, in fact the only area in the Great Ba-
sin, that is currently undergoing contraction."  Last year, Arizona State University Allen McNamara explained how 
Earth is not neatly divided into a crust, mantle and core. Rather, several large blobs of highly compressed rock — which 
he described as behaving like honey or peanut butter — exist.  
 
             The researchers' analyses suggest the newfound drip won't cause the area to sink down or pop up quickly; nor 
will it cause earthquakes. In fact, they say there would probably be little or no impact on people living above the drip. 
The research, funded by the National Science Foundation, is detailed in the May 24 issue of the journal Nature Geo-
science. 
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An international team of paleontologists has uncovered the earliest known multicellular fossils, pushing back the fossil record for 
such life forms to 2.1 billion years ago and suggesting that they lived 200 million years earlier than scientists had thought. 
 

Since most fossils in that period were microscopic and single-celled, 
finding fossils that stretched as long as 4.75 inches was "like ordering 
an hors d'oeuvre and some gigantic thick-crust pizza turning up," said 
Philip Donoghue, a paleontologist at the University of Bristol, who 
co-wrote a commentary on the finding. The report detailing the fos-
sils, along with the commentary, was published online Wednesday in 
the journal Nature. 
 
The organisms, which don't resemble modern-day living things, ex-
isted when Earth's atmosphere would have been uninhabitable for to-
day's plants and animals. 
 
Their fossils provide "the first record of that fundamental threshold in 
organismal complexity being surpassed," Donoghue said. "To put it 

into context, the godfather of evolutionary biology, John Maynard Smith, identified eight major events in evolutionary history; 
achieving multicellularity was one of these." 
 
"I was astonished.... It's not the sort of thing you expect to see in rocks of that age," Donoghue said. 
 
Paleontologist Abderrazak El Albani, the report's lead author, said the macroscopic fossils, which are visible to the naked eye, turned 
up at a point during the Paleoproterozoic era when life was thought to exist on a purely microbial level. 
 
Learning about how and under what conditions that turning point was reached — it has happened at least 17 times in lineages that are 
still living, Donoghue said — could reveal much about how life developed. 
 
The finding also dovetails with theories describing what Earth's environment must have been like at the time, illuminating how the 
changing atmosphere may have played a role in the development of life. 
 
About 2.4 billion years ago, scientists say, oxygen began to build up dramatically in the environment. Though the element would 
have amounted to only a fraction of current levels, it may have been sufficient to allow some creatures to begin developing into mul-
ticellular organisms, the researchers theorize. 
 
Given that the record for such ancient forms of multicellular life is spotty at best, Donoghue said, "we're certainly hungry for fossils 
in those intervals of our history." 
 
Study coauthor Stefan Bengtson, a paleozoologist with the Swedish Museum of Natural History, pointed out that multicellularity was 
a key development in life on Earth because "once you start building things with smaller things, you can start building new structures, 
like a Lego game." 
 
But there's still a long evolutionary road between these creatures and those whose genetics were complex enough to develop different 
tissues and organs within a single body, Bengtson said. El Albani, of the University of Poitiers in France, said his team had been 
looking to study the sediments at the black shale formations in Gabon when they came across the fossils. 
 
They weren't much to look at: lumpy and doughy-looking, though hard, of course. But a scan using X-ray tomography revealed com-
plex organization and folding. "It's spectacular.... It's really something," El Albani said of the structure. The team also had to prove 
that the structures had been organic in nature. 
 
The fossils were found to contain tiny grains of pyrite, or fool's gold. Such grains would have been created by sulfur-breathing bacte-
ria munching away at organic matter, in this case the soon-to-be fossils' dead tissues, the scientists said. 
 
El Albani said the next step would be to examine the fossils to learn more about how they lived and what their surroundings were 
like. "I want to understand if this organism is moving or not; I want to understand the paleological ecosystem," he said.

July Birthstone 

 
The glowing ruby should adorn 
All those who in July are born; 

Thus will they be exempt and free 
From love’s doubts and anxiety. * 

 
Ruby is red corundum, which is aluminum oxide. Trace amounts of chromium make rubies red. Rubies may be dark and purplish-
red (like most rubies mined in Thailand), or a bright red known as “pigeon’s blood” (as with Burmese rubies). Rubies from Sri 
Lanka are lighter in color and therefore less valuable. Rubies are also found in Tanzania. But the pigeon’s blood rubies found in Up-
per Burma are the most prized. As a corundum, ruby has a hardness of 9 on Moh’s Scale and a specific gravity of 3.97 to 4.05. Ru-
bies are translucent to transparent and have a trigonal crystal system. 
 
             Some rubies have rutile crystal inclusions which align themselves within their host  crystal’s hexagonal structure. When cut 
and polished into cabochons, these special stones display a radiating star of light inside, earning them the name of “star ruby.” So 
called “Balas rubies” are not actually rubies, but red spinels (oxides of aluminum and magnesium found near corundum deposits). 
The word “ruby” comes from “ruber,” the Latin word for “red.” Tamil is an ancient language spoken in southern India and northern 
Sri Lanka. The Tamil word for ruby is “kurandam,” and may be the ancestor of our English word “corundum.” To Buddhists, red 
symbolizes the reincarnation of the Buddha. This is why a statue of the god will often have a small ruby embedded in the forehead. 
In ancient times, the ruby was considered a cure-all stone. Almost any disease could be eradicated by placing a ruby on the tongue 
until it swelled up, making speech nearly impossible. Next, the patient’s body would shiver with freezing chills. Supposedly, all 
symptoms would eventually disappear. But most decided the cure was worse than the ill. It was also believed that embedding a ruby 
in the skin would make the flesh impervious to spears and swords. 
 
             According to Marco Polo, Kublai Khan once offered an entire city to a Sri Lankan king in exchange for a ruby specimen 
four inches in length and thick as a man’s finger. Katherine of Aragon is said to have owned a ruby ring which turned dark as soon 
as Henry VIII decided to divorce her. Writer Wolfgang Gabelchover claimed that in December of 1600, he saw his ruby ring turn 
dark and remain so for several days. Fearing an impending calamity, he hid the ring away in a box. Within a few days, his wife con-
tracted a fatal illness. Today, metaphysicians use rubies to remedy health problems of all kinds. They believe rubies minimize nega-
tivity and promote unconditional love.
