Fordite is a unique automotive enamel material,
with an interesting history.

But gold is not the prize, and today's prospeaiorgaot wield
pans or pickaxes.

In a long-awaited decision that emwimentalists view
as precedent-setting, county leaders will condeetting the com-
panies dramatically expand their reach in the wtst 10,500
acres of new mines.

But industry representatives say the environmergaterns are
overblown and largely speculative, while the loagit demands
for sand and rock threaten to drive up costs afaydmnstruc-
tion of badly needed roads.

The state's environmental and econgaals need not
trample each other, said Douglas Callaway, headeoindustry
group Floridians for Better Transportation.
